Moose maintains he has the right to publish this story even before the first sniper goes to trial in Virginia.  
Doug Duncan, county executive, has said he supports Moose's venture, despite it is he who is charged with defending the law suits Moose has filed.  
The Washington Post reports that County Councilmembers Phil Andrews and Mike Knapp have questioned whether Moose should remain in his position in light of the decision to list the book.
